When Charmian 

took the office to 

lead the Coahoma 

PW in 2008-2009, 

things were not 

good.  Yes, the 

faithful women 

held their monthly 

meetings with 

focus on the bible 

study, mission 

work locally and 

for the wider 

church and put forth the work for fellowship events for its 

congregation; but energy and enthusiasm was running low.  

You know how it is:  Our church nominating committees 

have a tough task filling the leadership positions, whether 

for session, committees or PW.  In fact, the women in 

Coahoma had just a handful of women, and each year less 

rotation was possible.  
 

When Helen Shive said no ï she had faithfully moderated 

for several years in a row- the women of Coahoma were 

desperate.  No one wanted to step up to the task.  There 

was absolute silence, until. Charmian said, ñI will give it a 

try.ò  Everybody in this business meeting was stunned, 

surprised and challenged.  A few responded without 

thought, just on impulse that they would help.   
 

In August Charmian called for an organizational meeting.  

We had a meal and brainstormed how to approach the 

upcoming year.  I remember that is was a remarkable 

night: the women of Coahoma volunteered to lead the 

Bible studies or provide a meal; on top of that Pam Hicks 

agreed to explain the art, Rae Nell Best took on the 

newsprint reports, and music was done by the rotating 

principle. THANK YOU Charmian!  You delegated our 

group well. 

¶ The meetings were lively in fellowship, serious in 

study, and with a generous hearts for mission. 

¶ Attendance went up; the women were committed to be 

present. 

¶ Coahoma PW gained at least three new ladies. 
 

To fully understand, why Charmian has been so inspiring 

for us in Coahoma, you need to know her past.  Charmian 

was born in 1952 in Childress, TX as oldest of three 

She mainly grew up in Abilene and moved in her senior 

year to North Dakota, since her dad was in the Air Force.   

In ó82 she returned to Big Spring and went to Nursing 

School of Howard College.   
 

Upon graduation Charmian made her career in nursing.  

She worked as nightshift supervisor at the former Hall 

Bennet Hospital in Big Spring, served for 6 years in the 

Midland Memorial Hospital, went to work for Hospice, 

became the school nurse in Coahoma, and then took the 

position as charge nurse at the State Hospital in Big 

Spring.   
 

Through the Hospice work Charmian and Mary Lee, wife 

of former pastor Dr. Walter Lee, became close friends and 

her family started to attend church in Coahoma and joined 

in 1993. Charmian became very active and involved in her 

new church home through worship and bible study, yet she 

never took any office.   Life was very busy for Charmian, 

who with her husband Nolan Beall raised four sons and 

always worked outside the home.  
 

On Feb. 5, 2004 Charmian survived a detrimental stroke.  

She recalls it happened at work when she was on the 

computer.  ñI fell to the ground, and then there were these 

big-gloved hands loading me on the stretcher and bringing 

me to the ER in Big Spring.ò   The recovery road was long 

and hard: one and a half weeks at Midland Memorial 

Hospital, four weeks at a Midland Rehab Center, and then 

home, only to begin the fight to regain simple life skills 

back through continuous rehab.  
 

Even after so many years Charmian still has regained little 

mobility. She proudly told me that she is now able to feel 

the tip of her left toes. Today Charmian is glad to be able 

to walk with a walker. The stroke hit her right part of the 

brain and affected the left side of her body.  Her left hand, 

her preferred choice, is more or less inactive.  With 

patience and over time Charmian progressively is getting 

stronger with the right. But writing or doing anything with 

her hands remains a challenge. 
 

Charmianôs attitude ñI will give it a tryò comes out of her will 

to partake in life, the gift of God.  Charmian and Nolan both 

are looking forward to Nolanôs retirement end of this year 

when they can give more time for their many hobbies:  

travelling, go fishing and visiting with family and friends, just 

to mention a few.

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At the January 6, Kings Day, Christmas celebration, the 

recipients of the Baby Jesus in the Kings Cake are supposed 

to show up on Feb 2 with tamales for all. Cyntia, the mayor 

and I found babies in our slice of cake.  Socorro was kind 

enough to make the tamales for me and they were absolutely 

delicious.  All of the above plus a couple of others provided 

tamales, plus the new directors had made a huge pot of 

beans swimming in sausage and jalapeno peppers, a 

macaroni salad, a squash salad and several pitchers of a 

sweet drink made from corn meal which I mistakenly 

thought was ñhorchataò.  Nobody left hungry. 
 

The local TV station was there to take pictures. Zenaida had a 

couple of the little boys give a prayer and then all the children 

held hands and said the Lordôs Prayer, very touching. 
 

 In early January one of the hot 

water heaters had caught fire and 

burned; at the board meeting we 

suggested that they look into the 

possibility of installing solar 

systems.  Bennett Jones, a local 

Alpine, solar dealer, had given me a 

lot of questions to ask to determine 

if that was a possibility.  It is his 

current opinion that they would 

probably be better off doing a 

tankless water heater because of the complexities of 

installation down there.  Larry McCormick is contacting an 

Austin manufacturer of solar hot water systems to see what 

he can find out also.  Bennettôs estimate would be about 

$3,000 each and a tankless system would be far less but the 

operating costs would be more. The current hot water 

heaters are very small gas heaters kept in open niches in the 

exterior walls and thus available 

for little boys to diddle with. 
 

They had installed the new 

propane tanks that they 

mentioned at the board 

meeting.  These are newer, safer, 

and larger and with proper 

gauges will hopefully prevent the 

frequent outages they have 

experienced in the past. Two of 

the washing machines are 

broken: one needs a new motor 

and one has a problem with the 

ñbomba.ò If anyone wants to 

help, a new high capacity, high 

efficiency front loader would be  

be a great donation. We spent some time rehashing the 

refrigerator situation.  
 

They have contacted 3 technicians to look at the 

problem and 3 have not shown up. Dr. Ariel Garcia took 

the action item to bring an electrician out to help define 

the problem.  The commercial refrigerator that was 

purchased as part of the kitchen grant has not been used 

very much.  It runs almost continually so that the 

electric bill is higher than if they use the older smaller 

model; plus the wiring heats up.  
 

Veronica or Rebecca 

at the January 6 

meeting said that 

problem was the gauge 

of the wire not being 

large enough to pull 

enough 

current.  Minnie, 

whose husband is an 

electrician, agrees that 

running a dedicated 

wire on a separate 

breaker would probably solve the problem. The reason 

we purchased the refrigerator was that it was much more 

energy efficient than the older home models. The oven 

also has a problem of undetermined origin.  It went on 

the fritz when they were baking cookies for January 6.  
 

They have 10 new children but lost 6 for a total of 

32. The Lujan family has left The mother took the 6 

younger children to Durango to her family over the 

holidays and will not return them. 

Dulce and her sister Liz Naelly are staying with an aunt. 

Dulce left (without permission) the girls residence run 

by the nuns in Chihuahua City 3 times to come to 

Ojinaga to see her boyfriend. Both, Dulce and Liz have 

had many hours of counseling from the directors over 

the past months but apparently to no avail.  

DIF and the board met and agreed that she was not 

willing to be responsible for herself and that they would 

no longer support her in college. They had a month to 

month payment set up so all that was lost financially 

was the first month.  She has asked Rebecca if she can 

come back to work for her and continue to have Rebecca 

to do the braces on her 

teeth.
